OFFER VERSUS SERVE NOTIFICATION FORM FOR BREAKFAST

In an effort to improve the nutritional quality of the School Breakfast Program (SBP), Congressincluded provisionsin
the School Lunch and Child Nutrition Amendments, Public Law 99-591, directing the United States Department of
Agriculture (USDA) torevisethe nutritional requirementsfor breakfast. Thelaw alsoincreased stateand local flexibility
by extending the Offer versus Serve option to school breakfasts.

School Food Authorities (SFAS) are allowed, but not required, to implement Offer versus Serve in their breakfast
programs at al grade levels or may restrict Offer versus Serve to certain grade levels.

If Offer versus Serve is implemented at breakfast, appropriate explanations must be made and signs posted. THE
STATE AGENCY MUST BE NOTIFIED IN ADVANCE EACH YEAR IF THE OFFER VERSUS SERVE
PROVISION ISIMPLEMENTED.
