• They will provide services for the Oklahoma

and End-of-Instruction (EOI) and the 
Oklahoma Modified Alternate Assessment 
Program (OMAAP) for Grades 3 – 8 and EOI.

Testing Updates



• The Wave information will be used again next 
year for precoding students in Grades 3 – 8. 

• Pearson will continue to precode all EOI 
students through a precode file submission.

Precode
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• States and districts will be required to follow 
new standards in collecting individual-level 
race and ethnicity data and in reporting 
aggregated data to the U.S. Department of 
Education (USDE) for the 2010 – 2011 school 
year.

Race/Ethnicity
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• These revisions to the standards for the 
Classification of Federal Data on Race and 
Ethnicity replace standards that have been in 
effect since 1977.

• The new standards separate race and ethnicity 
and include two categories for data on 
ethnicity.

• There are five categories for data on race.
– American Indian or Alaska Native

– Asian

– Black or African American

– Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander

– White

• Respondents are now allowed to choose more 
than one race.

Race/Ethnicity
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• Ethnicity is divided into two categories.

– Hispanic origin

– Not of Hispanic origin

• A respondent is asked to select both an 
ethnicity and one or more of the five racial 
categories. 

– Hispanic/Latino is considered an ethnicity, not a 
race category.

Race/Ethnicity
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• A two-part question is mandatory, with the 
ethnicity part asked first.
– Ethnicity (Choose one):

• Hispanic/Latino

• Not Hispanic/Latino

– Race (Choose one or more, regardless of ethnicity):

• American Indian or Alaskan Native

• Asian

• Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander

• Black or African American

• White

Race/Ethnicity
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• Regardless of the race combinations, each individual 
must be counted in exactly one of the following 
combinations when being reported to USDE or other 
federal agencies:

– Hispanic/Latino of any race

– American Indian or Alaskan Native

– Asian

– Black or African American

– Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander

– White

– Two or more races

Race/Ethnicity
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• Individuals (or students’ parents) are asked to 
self-identify themselves. Observer 
identification is required if individuals decline 
to choose a race/ethnicity.

Race/Ethnicity
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• It is important to change to the new standards 
because they:
– Allow individuals to more accurately identify themselves;

– Are required for federal education eligibility and 
accountability reports;

– Align with other agencies that are using the new 
standards;

– Are consistent with Census data and other national data 
sets; and

– Reflect population changes.

Race/Ethnicity
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• All students must take the EOI assessments for 
any course they complete and for which an EOI 
exists.

• Alternate tests approved by the State Board of 
Education may be used by Oklahoma students to 
meet the Achieving Classroom Excellence (ACE) 
graduation testing requirements. 

Alternate Tests
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• A single alternate test may now be used to 
meet more than one testing requirement.

– For example, a student receives a proficient score 
of 20 on the ACT Mathematics subtest. This test 
can be used to meet the requirements for 
Algebra I (18), Geometry (18), and Algebra II (20).

Alternate Tests
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• Students who transfer from out of state may 
submit documentation of passing a state-
administered EOI or similar equivalent 
assessment in another state.

• A list of states and their approved tests can be 
accessed from the Accountability and 
Assessments’ Web site.

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• To meet federal requirements, Oklahoma established 
and implemented the Academic Assessment 
Monitoring Program (AAMP) this past year to 
evaluate school district implementation of both 
federal and state required academic assessments. 

• Monitoring rules have been established and can be 
accessed in Subchapter 13. Student Assessment 
210:10-13-21. 

Monitoring
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• All public elementary, secondary, school 
districts, charter schools, and all other public 
educational agencies within the state that 
participate in the Oklahoma School Testing 
Program (OSTP) must adhere to these rules.

• All public school districts will will be monitored 
at least once during the established five-year 
cycle.

Monitoring
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• School districts will be selected annually for 
monitoring using a random selection process.

–Of the districts annually selected, five 
percent will be randomly selected for site 
monitoring.

– The remaining ninety-five percent will be 
monitored using a desk procedure.

Testing Updates



• Additional school districts may receive a special desk or on-
site monitoring and compliance review based on the following 
criteria:

– Observed statistical irregularities or discrepancies with 
student assessment data;

– An established pattern of testing violations or irregularities 
as reported to the Oklahoma State Department of 
Education (OSDE);

– Documented concerns and/or;

– Testing irregularities discovered through previous annual 
random monitoring.

Monitoring
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• An electronic version of the five-year 
monitoring cycle will be updated on a yearly 
basis and posted to the OSDE Web site. 

– Any new school site and/or district will be added 
to the cycle when the yearly update occurs.

– School sites and/or districts that cease operation 
will be removed from the list. 

Monitoring
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• Those school districts selected randomly for the annual 
monitoring will be notified in writing at least ten working days 
prior to the opening of the test window that they will be 
monitored during the upcoming testing window.  The notice 
will identify the type of monitoring to be conducted.

• Additional schools being monitored due to statistical 
irregularities, established pattern of testing violations, 
documented concerns, testing irregularities discovered 
through monitoring and any other reasons identified in the 
rules, will be notified in writing at least thirty working days 
before the opening of the testing window.

Monitoring
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Senate Bill 1799
• This bill amends the OSTP testing window dates 

for those students who are retaking an EOI test.

• The amended law allows for students retaking an 
EOI test to be administered the retest two weeks 
prior to the State Board of Education approved 
testing window. 

Legislation
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• School districts that are unable to administer 
tests online for all students during the 
approved testing window may elect to use this 
additional test administration time for those 
students who are retaking an EOI assessment.

Senate Bill 2318

• This bill amends legislation which relates to 
the OSTP and provides requirements and 
opportunities for alternative testing locations 
that are specifically for students enrolled in an 
online course or program offered by a school 
district or charter school that is not located in 
the district of residence. 

Legislation
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• The school district that is offering the online 
course or program will provide, and is 
responsible for the cost of, at a minimum, six 
alternative testing locations.

– At least one testing site will be located in each 
quadrant of the state.

– One testing site will be located in each of the two 
metropolitan areas in the state.

Legislation
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• The alternative location must be approved by the 
State Board of Education and may include 
technology center school sites or any other testing 
location selected by the responsible district or 
charter school.

• All alternative testing locations and test 
administrations within those locations will be 
subject to rules by the Oklahoma State Board of 
Education.

Legislation
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What are the Common Core State Standards?

• These are the standards and expectations developed 
and/or revised by the National Governors Association 
Center for Best Practices and the Council of Chief 
State School Officers. 

• Standards have been developed for English Language 
Arts for Grades K - 12, Mathematics for Grades K - 12, 
and Literacy in History/Social Studies and Science for 
Grades 6 - 12.

Common Core State Standards
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• The Common Core State Standards have been 
adopted by the State Board of Education and the 
governor.

• Beginning with the 2010 – 2011 school year, school 
districts will develop and begin implementing a plan 
for transitioning from the Priority Academic Student 
Skills (PASS) to full implementation of the Common 
Core State Standards.

Common Core State Standards
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• Beginning in 2010 – 2011, the OSDE will pursue 
participation in a consortia of states to develop 
common assessments aligned to the Common Core 
State Standards.

• PASS will remain as the assessed standards until full 
implementation of the Common Core State 
Standards are required and common assessments 
aligned to those standards are available. 

Common Core State Standards
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• Common assessments aligned to the Common 
Core State Standards will not be implemented 
prior to the 2014 – 2015 school year.
