Arrival Time 
Please arrive anytime between 9:15am and 11:00am. The event 
will begin at 9:30am and conclude around 11:30am. This is a 

flexible event and schools are able to come and go as they choose throughout the event.   

Parking & Entrance: 
We are requesting that you park in the East Capitol guest/bus parking lot off of Lincoln Boulevard next 
to the capitol. For the safety of the students attending we would like to encourage bus drivers to pull up 
to the House side of the Capitol (which is denoted on the map attached) to drop off the students and 
then proceed to parking the bus across Lincoln Boulevard. The House side of the Capitol has a circle 
drive which should allow for an ease of bus drop off.  

There is a map attached with additional layout of the capitol complex to better familiarize yourself with.

These will be 
posted to the agency website following the event for your reference.  

Activities:
