As requested these are the services that our school provides for students with special needs.

Kindergarten- we provide worl on phonemic awareness, sight words, basic phonics rules to help them
learn to read, writing the alphabet. This is extra practice and coincides with what they are learning in the
classroom or what their teachers repart they are having difficulties with, Students work with learning
resource teacher, teacher, or teacher’s aide.

1" grade-we provide work on reading the specific story they have for the weelk, as well as reading
additional stories that will emphasize phonics rules they have learned and are learning. In addition to this,
we work on their spelling words for the week, learning the patterns and irvegular spellings of words,
putting a capital letter and a period at the end of the sentence. Thisis partly supplemental to their

reading/spelling education in the regular ciassroom. Students work with the learning resource teacher,
teacher, or teacher’s aide.

2" grade- At this level, accommodations are more tailored to what the individual student needs help
with. Teacher’s can make accommodations for assignment length, type of questions and/or presentation
style within the classroom. Teacher’s aide or fearning rescurce teacher works individually on reading
fluency, spelling words, corrections to math work and re-learning phonics rules they may have forgotten.
3" grade- 5" Grades - The services are like the services for 2™ grade. It's tailored to what the student
needs. Accommodations may be made by the classroom teacher or learning resource teacher.



Middle School — Grades 6-8 ~ Accommodations can be made based on service plans for additional time on
work, shortened assignments, oral tests, organization plans, prompting, re-focusing and in seating
arrangements.
