Requirement: Correct conversion factors must be used when processing Family Size and Income Applications. Question 128
Finding: Some Family Size and Income Applications were mis-categorized due to incorrect conversion factors being used when more than one income frequency is reported.
Corrective Action Requirement: Provide documentation that demonstrated Family Size & Income Applications being approved use correct conversion factors when processing more than one income frequency.
