Meal Components and Quantities- Day of Review

Requirement: Staff must be trained in OVS.

Finding. # 501. Technical assistance was needed at breakfast regarding OVS, the number of items
required and the quantity requirement of products served, including weight requirements per Exhibit A.
The staff has not been trained in OVS.

Corrective Action: Staff will complete OVS training and provide verification of training by 5/16/18.
Meal Components and Quantities- Review Month
Requirement: District must meet meal pattern requirements for quantities served in the review month.

Finding: # 410 The district served some meat/meat alternate products in the review month that did not
have accurate crediting information (CN labels) to verify that adequate quantities were served. Some
grain products were served at breakfast that did not meet the weight requirements per exhibit A
(grains/bread) chart to constitute as an adequate grain serving. Also, some grain-based desserts and
cereal exceeding the allowable sugar limits were served to preschool children at breakfast who are not
co-mingling. This is the first violation, no fiscal action was assessed. Technical assistance provided.

Corrective Action: District will obtain a list of all CN labeled products available from current vendors they
use and send to SDE. The District will provide a copy of the April menu, a copy of all CN labels required
for products served in April, a copy of all nutrition facts labels for breakfast items purchased for use in April
(including a creditable cereal for preschoolers), and the April Breakfast production records reflecting the
changes made to the preschool meal pattern and that sufficient quantities were served for all grains/bread
items purchased.

Professional Standards

Requirement: All Child Nutrition Staff must complete the required training hours needed yearly in
continuing education.

Finding: Staff has not completed Civil Rights training and the required six hours needed yearly to meet
the professional standards guidelines for full time staff. They have only completed two hours to date.

Corrective Action: All Child Nutrition staff will complete the required Civil Rights training and the additional
three hours of training not previously completed to meet the professional standards yearly requirement for
full time staff members of six hours. Verification of completion of the required Civil rights training and
additional training hours needed will be sent to SDE by 5/16/18.

Resource Management

Requirement: Financial findings from A-133, OIG or State audits from past three years must be disclosed.

Finding: The district had a state audit finding in December of 2017 showing they failed to pay federal
matching funds into teacher's retirement when coding salaries to Child Nutrition.

Corrective Action. The district repaid the funds to teacher's retirement out of General fund for FY 14, 15,
16, 17. Documentation is in consultant's file for verification. The Comprehensive Resource Management
tool was not completed because it would not have addressed this issue.
