Our mission is to provide educational services to individuals with autism spectrum disorders and their
families in order to promote lifelong independence. We serve students from the age of 3 through 21
diagnosed With autism regardless of severity or functioning level. PTI is a year-round school. Our 2013-
14 school year will begin on August 13, 2013 and end on June 27, 2014. The total number of days we
will be in school for the 2013-14 school year is 206. We will then start our 2014-15 school year on July
7,2014. School is in session every day from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Paths to Independence was established to offer a different school focus for students with autism spectrum
disorders. The focus for all students will be to improve their ability to function independently in the areas
of academics, recreation, communication, daily living, and work readiness. We offer a structured
educational setting, teaching all required academic subjects for each grade level. In addition, PTI offers
music, physical education, therapeutic horseback riding, occupational therapy, and speech/language
therapy. Parents and staff will meet yearly to develop an appropriate individualized education plan for
each student. Progress determinations will be based on a student’s level of independence while pursuing
their educational goals.
