The SIF_ExtendedElement LunchEligibilityDetermination was not provided.  This element provides information related to how the student was determined to be eligible for Free or Reduced price lunch.  The student does NOT have to have access to a meal and does NOT have to receive the benefit for their eligibility to still be indicated.  A student may appear on the Direct Certification SNAP list, but may not have access to a meal.  Their Lunch Eligibility Determination should still be 01 – Identified through Direct Certification – SNAP Only.  They may have access but refused the benefit.  Their eligibility would still be reported.  If a student is NOT eligible for Free or Reduced price lunch, a code of NA (Not Applicable) must still be sent for that student.

The LunchEligibilityDetermination code provided by your system is either not a valid code or is not the correct code.  The LunchEligibilityDetermination answers the question, “How was this student identified as Free or Reduced.”  A list of valid codes can be found in the 2.x Wave Requirements document located under the Resources tab.  Look in the Code tables for LunchEligibilityDetermination.  You can see the code you supplied by viewing the SIF XML link and finding LunchEligibilityDetermination in the file.  If you supplied a valid code, but still have this warning, then other validation has been performed to determine this code is invalid.   Check the following:

The EconomicDisadvantage indicator was not provided for this student. This element is required for all students. If your code does not match one of those codes, contact your Student Information System provider to correct your code list.  If it does match, there are several other factors that weigh in on determining validity.  If your student is found on the Direct Certification Full Report, they cannot be marked as “Reduced” as that student should be eating for free.  The system looks at the EconomicDisadvantage status of the student as well which you can see in the “View SIF XML.”  If the student is on the Direct Certification Report and you supplied a code of “None” which indicates a Full Pay student, you must supply Economic Disadvantage as “Yes.”  This indicates to our system that you are aware they are Economically Disadvantaged and would qualify for Free lunch, but for some reason, they have elected to pay for their lunch.  If you supplied a code of CommunityEligible or Provision1 through Provision4, the Child Nutrition Department provides the Wave with the list of schools who are on these programs and the school this student is enrolled in does not match up with the list provided for the code.
