	Findings Details: Certification and Benefit Issuance- 7 CFR 245.6
Requirement: 126 All applications selected for review must be correctly approved.
Finding: Family Size and Income Applications (FSIA) must be properly approved.  Two FSIAs were approved incorrectly as well as reported on the incorrect benefit issuance (roster).  See SFA-1 for for details. 
Corrective Action Required: SFA will be responsible for submitting a correct roster as part of their corrective action plan and for correcting calculation errors as well as issuing correct eligibility benefits to students.  .  


Verification- 7 CFR 245.6(a)
Requirement: 208a  Documentation demonstrating a confirmation review took place.
Finding: No documentation was available showing a conformation review was conducted.
Corrective Action Required:  Describe in a written plan how the confirmation review will be properly conducted .
Requirement: 214c Households for whom benefits were to be reduced or terminated given 10 calendar days written advance notice of the change.
Finding: Application selected for verification that did not respond was changed immediately instead of being given 10 calendar days written advance notice of change.
Corrective Action Required: Provide a written  plan describing how the district will ensure decrease benefits will be given the required 10 calendar days.
Requirement: 215 Completion of Verification was not completed by Nov.15
Finding: The verification was not completed by Nov 15th and an extension was not requested. 
Corrective Action Required: The SFA must submit a written plan on how they will ensure verification will be completed by Nov.15.


Meal Counting and Claiming - 7 CFR 210.7(c)
Requirement:  #325  Counts by category are not correctly used in the Claim for Reimbursement.
Findings:  Due to not using edit check worksheets, meals claimed are not accurate for breakfast claim.  
Corrective Action Required: SFA must use edit check worksheet to report number  meals being claimed .  SFA must revise December claim reimbursement. Please provide copy of revised December claim as corrective action.
	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities : 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement: #402: Minimum daily quantity requirements must be met for the age/grade group being offered.
Finding: During the review month one of the M/MA served for lunch did not have a  CN label or product formulation statement. This made the M/MA and grain requirement short for the week. Violations are not a repeat violation from  the previous review.
Corrective Action Required: Provide updated menus and one week of production records reflecting sufficient M/MA and grain quantity is being offered.

Meal Components and Quantities : 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement#410a: Planned menu quantities must meet meal pattern requirements.
Finding: For the review month ( December 2019) M/MA  and grain quantities were insufficient for lunch.Violations are not a repeat violation from previous administrative review.
Corrective Action Required: Provide updated menus one week of production records with M/MA  with CN labels.

Meal Components and Quantities: 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement #410b: Production records and or other supporting documentation for the review period must indicate that the required quantities of food were available.
Finding: Lunch daily & weekly  M/MA and grain requirement is not supported by production records or any other information. Violations are not a repeat violation from previous administrative review.
Corrective Action Required: Provide updated menus and a week of production records with supporting documentation.

Consultants provided technical assistance while conducting administrative  review.

	Findings Details_3: 
LOCAL WELLNESS POLICY - 7 CFR 210.30
#1000-#1006 (off-site) REQUIREMENT: The SFA must review and update the Wellness Policy which includes the components outlined in the Child Nutrition Manual and have the Responsible parties listed.  The Wellness Policy must be reviewed every three years.
FINDING:  The Triennial Assessment required was not provided during the review .No responsible parties are listed nor any agenda provided to indicate that a committee meeting has taken place. The policy states the Child Nutrition Director is the official for oversight of the wellness policy. The SFA does not have a designated Child Nutrition Director. The Wellness Policy did not contain all the required elements according to the HHFKA.  There was no documentation to indicate the public was aware of the Local School Wellness Policy (LWP).  The LWP does not include when and how the review and update of the Policy will occur .  The LWP does not include, how the potential stakeholders are made aware of their ability to participate in the development, review, update and implementation of the Wellness Policy. The Policy must include a Stakeholders Awareness Policy and documentation was not provided to indicate public was informed.
Corrective Action Required: Update policy& provide meeting documentation including responsible parties. Provide copy of wellness policy assessment. Indicate how and where the public is going to be made aware of wellness policy meetings and policy.
