Finding: Weekly meal components for lunch were not met throughout the review period for
whole grain daily/weekly requirement and the vegetable weekly subgroups. Technical assistance
was given. These are not repeat violations; therefore no fiscal action will occur

Corrective Action Required: The SFA must immediately implement required weekly meal
pattern components and vegetable subgroups for lunch. Production records and menu cycle must
reflect daily and weekly meal components are being met.

Requirement: Planned menu quantities do not meet meal pattern requirements for the review
period.

Findings: Daily and weekly whole grain servings, vegetable and vegetable subgroups quantities
were not met throughout the review period for lunch. This is not a repeat violation therefore no
fiscal action will occur.

Corrective Action Required: SFA must implement immediately daily and weekly lunch meal
pattern component quantities for whole grain, vegetable, and vegetable subgroups. SFA must
provide lunch production records to verify component quantity requirements for daily and
weekly quantities along with subgroups for the month of May 2019 have been met. See page
