REQUIREMENT: #3. A count must be taken at the point of service.

FINDING: A point of service count is not being taken. It was impossible to determine how the
students were being counted. For the month of September the lunch count and the ASSP counts
were exactly the same. All snacks for the month of September will be disallowed due to no
point of service meal counts.

CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED: An acceptable point of service count must be
established by the district. During the exit conference, a discussion was held as to the best way
to take the Point of Service count. The district was going to implement it immediately. A
follow up visit will be made to the school when this Corrective Action has taken place after the
first of the year.

#410a. REQUIREMENT: The Food Production records must indicate that all meals have the
required quantities.

FINDING: 1t is difficult to determine if the quantities are always adequate. On 11/14 the baked
beans said Total Quantity served was 2/6/10? On 11/20 it said the breakfast pizza said 3 boxes.
How big is the box or how many are in the box? On 11/22 it said 5 oz. chili dog? How much
meat was on the chili dog? Ketchup was counted as a red/orange vegetable. This is not an
allowed vegetable. This made the district short for the total vegetable by 1/8 cup for the week of
review. The district was short red/orange vegetable by 1/2 cup for the week of review. The
"other" vegetable category was short by 1/4 cup for the week of review. Technical assistance
was provided. This was not a repeat violation so no fiscal action will be assessed.
CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED: All meals must have adequate quantities and the Food
Production records must indicate that all meals meet the required meal patterns. After this is
corrected, Food Production records will be reviewed at the time of the follow-up review.
