We observed the meal service on 2/18/2020 and changes were made to the serving of vegetables
and fruits to ensure the student was offered the full amount. It was suggested that the one cup of
fruit be put in a bowl or cup, because the plates being used will not hold the full serving of fruit
without getting juice on other food items. Most students declined the fruit because they did not
want the fruit juice on the other food items. When the fruit was put in a separate cup the students
were taking it much more than when it was on the plate. The school made the change and this
worked very well. Everyone seemed happy with the solution to the problem.

When I returned on 2/19/2020 the full serving of fruit and vegetable were not being served to the
students. The students were being served 1/2 of the required amount they were required to be
offered. There were no cups or bowls of fruit for students to pick up.

It is required that the full serving of fruit and vegetable be served to each student unless the
student declines or wants less than the full serving.
