[bookmark: _GoBack]The Oklahoma State Department of Education (OSDE) is providing this public notice to solicit comments from Local Educational Agencies (LEA) and the public regarding a waiver request to the United States Department of Education (USDE).  The waiver, if granted, would allow a delay for one year the statewide retrospective re-interviewing process. This is to verify and establish a valid and reliable defect rate that measure the quality of Oklahoma’s eligibility determinations for an entire child count year (i.e., eligibility determinations made over the course of a three year period). Retrospective re-interview shall be carried out by independent re-interviewers trained to conduct personal interviews and to apply the Migrant Education Program (MEP) eligibility requirements for identifying migratory students during the performance period of 2020-2021.  For example, once every three years using external, non-district, and non-state personnel to conduct independent re-interviews will confirm eligibility determinations were made properly and corroborate the information provided by the migrant family or child during the initial interview. The required retrospective re-interview was due for 2019-2020 performance period.
