Requirement: Adult meals should be priced sufficiently to cover the cost of the meal, or priced
so that the adult payment in combination with revenues from other sources such as a fringe
benefit through payroll or other non-federal contributions will be sufficient to cover the cost.
Finding: The district is not charging the full amount required to cover the cost of the adult meals.
Required Corrective Action: The district must ensure that Child Nutrition is receiving the full
value for all adult meals being served. The minimum amount to charge adults for meals is
located on schedule B of the Child Nutrition Agreement each year.

Finding: The ASSP was not monitored during the first 4 weeks of operation.
