	Findings Details: Meal Counting and Claiming -7 CFR 210.7(c)
Requirement: #318. Each type of meal service line must provide an accurate count, by eligible category, at the point of service.
Finding: On day of meal observations, the point of service meal count was not maintained.  This resulted in 5 breakfast meals not being claimed by the school.  The point of service is not being maintained by any school employee during the breakfast meal service.  During the lunch meal service, the point of service was not consistently maintained by any school employees.  Students passed the point of service without their meal being recorded for reimbursement.  
Corrective Action Required: SFA will be required to develop a plan for correcting this problem.  This plan will be submitted to the SDE along with additional corrective action.  Consultant will conduct an unannounced follow-up to ensure this problem has been resolved. 
	Findings Details_2: Water-7 CFR 210.10(a)(1)(i)
Requirement:  #1300 Water is not available to all students for breakfast.
Findings:  Water was not available for middle and high school students during the breakfast meal service.  A water fountain is in the cafeteria but it was out of order.
Corrective Action Required:  Water must be available to all students at both meal services.

	Findings Details_3: Local School Wellness Policy 7 CFR 210.30
Requirement: Local School Wellness Policy Committee should include a representative of the SFA (School food service employee or someone who works directly with CNP (Child Nutrition Programs)).
Finding: A representative of CNP was not listed as a committee member on the Healthy Kids committee.
Corrective Action Required: SFA will be responsible for including a CNP representative on the committee that makes decisions about the Local School Wellness Policy.

Requirement:  Local Wellness Policy must have a triennial assessment.
Finding:  The required triennial assessment has not been conducted on the Local School Wellness Policy.  
Corrective Action Required:  Triennial assessment must be conducted on Local School Wellness Policy.  A copy of the assessment will be submitted with corrective action documentation.

Smart Snacks in Schools- 7 CRF 210.11 & 220.12
Requirement: #1106.  School is holding fundraisers during the school day where students may purchase food and/or beverages.  Items are not always Smart Snack compliant.
Finding: School is following state defined fundraising exemptions.  However, the fundraiser exemption form is not being completed in its entirety.
Corrective Action Required:  SFA will develop a method of ensuring fundraiser exemption forms are completed in their entirety.
	Findings Details_4: 
	CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED TO BE COMPLETED BY21068k: After completing the Comprehensive Resource Management Review for Paid Lunch Equity, it was found that this was not an area that needed corrective action.
