Requirement: #208 Confirmation review was not conducted.

Finding: The confirmation review was dated the same as the verification; therefore confirmation
was not properly conducted. Technical assistance was provided as to the purpose and timeliness
of a confirmation.

Corrective Action Required: The SFA will ensure that confirmation/verification process is
accurately performed. Procedures for Verification are to be reviewed in the Child Nutrition
manual and participate in the Verification webinar conducted in FY 21.

Requirement: #212 SFA meet follow-up requirements if household failed to respond to the
request for verification.

Finding: The Notice of Selection letter was sent on 10/24/19 but there are no other supporting
letters or documentation. According to the application, the verifying official date suggests that
documentation was received on 12/10/19; therefore, based on that date a follow-up letter should
have been sent. The supporting documentation submitted by the household was not during the
time frame of this fiscal year.

Corrective Action Required: SFA received current documentation while Consultant was on-site.
Benefits would not have been affected. Procedures for Verification are to be reviewed in the
Child Nutrition manual and participate in the Verification webinar conducted in FY 21.

Requirement: #215 Completion of Verification was not done by Nov. 15

Findings: Based on the verifying officials signature date, the verification was not completed in a
timely manner and an extension was not requested.

Corrective Action Required: SFA must complete verification, including the process of benefit
changes, by Nov. 15 each year or request an extension.

Food Safety - CFR 210.13

Requirement: #1407 Food Safety plan implemented.

Findings: Preparation of food items and transferring food to other pans are being handled with
the bare hands.

Corrective Action Required: Gloves are to be worn when handling food. All food safety
procedures must be followed. Staff are to review procedures on Serving Food and Using
Suitable Utensils when Handling Ready-to-Eat Foods.

Revenue from Nonprogram Foods — 7 CFR 210.14(f)

Requirement: 6, 8(b), 9 The SFA must account for and separate its program food costs from its
nonprogram food costs and calculate its compliance with the revenue from nonprogram food
requirements.

Finding: The SFA did not separate and account for nonprogram expenditures from program
expenditures. Adult meals are the only nonprogram food costs that the SFA incurs. Although
the revenue is being accounted for accurately, the food costs are not. All food costs are being
coded as either student lunch or breakfast. This is a repeat violation from previous review.
Corrective Action Required: The SFA must account for and separate its program food costs from
its nonprogram food costs in order to ensure that it is in compliance with the revenue from
nonprogram food requirements. Corrective action for this fiscal year took place while consultant
was on-site.

After completing the Comprehensive Resource Management Review for Maintenance of
Non-Profit Food Service Account and Paid Lunch Equity, it was found that these were not areas

that needed corrective action.
Encourage students go to milk/juice cooler during breakfast prior to entering the service line.
