	Findings Details_3: Regulation: The Wellness Policy must be made available to the public, or released to the public.
Finding: The district states their Wellness Policy is on the school's website at www.pittsburg.k12.ok.us, however, it was not found by the SDE consultant.
Corrective Action:  Upload the Wellness Policy (once other corrective action is completed on Wellness Policy) to the district's website.

Regulation: The Wellness Policy must state how and when the review and update of the policy will occur.
Finding:  The Wellness Policy does not state when and how the review and update of the Local Wellness Policy occurs.
Corrective Action:  Correct the district's Wellness Policy to state when and how the updates and review will occur.

Regulation: The Wellness Policy should state who is involved in reviewing and updating the policy.
Finding: District's policy does not contain who is involved in the reviewing and updating of the Wellness Policy.
Corrective Action:  Include in the Wellness Policy, who will be involved in reviewing and updating the policy.

Regulation: Potential Stakeholders should be made aware of their ability to participate in the development, review, update, and implementation of the Local Wellness Policy.
Finding: The district's Wellness Policy does not state how stakeholders are made aware of their ability to participate in the development, review, update, and implementation of the Local Wellness Policy.
Corrective Action:  Make a part of the Wellness Policy on how stakeholders can  participate in the development, review, update, and implementation of the Local Wellness Policy.
	Findings Details_5: 
	CommentsRecommendations: Requirement:  SFAs are required to determine if the percent of total revenue that is generated from their nonprogram food sales is equal to or greater than the percent of total food costs that are attributable to the SFA’s purchase of nonprogram foods.

Finding: The district had 2.5% of non-program revenue as compared to total revenue and 11% in non-program expenditures compared to total food expenditures for the 2015-2016 school year. The district will need to correct this for the 2016-2017 school year.  They need to show their percentage of non-program revenue compared to total revenue is greater than percentage of non-program expenditures is greater than total food expenditures for their Child Nutrition Program.

Corrective Action:  SFA will need to increase their revenue from non-program foods to cover the non-program expenditures.  This finding was for the 2015-2016 school year and will need to be corrected for the 2016-2017 school year.  This correction will need to be a part of your corrective action to be completed by the end of the time allowable below.
